
Neil Andrew was brought up in the South Australian Riverland, 
where his family and later Neil had interests in horticulture. He 
was an active participant in the SA Agricultural Bureau movement, 
and was Chairman 1980-82. In 1975, he was awarded a Nuffield 
Agricultural Scholarship to make an overseas study tour. In 1983, 
he was elected to the Australian Parliament as the member for 
Wakefield in the House of Representatives. With changes in the 
boundaries of his electorate, he later moved to Gawler. He held 
various positions including that of Government Whip from 1997, 
and from November 1998, became Speaker of the House of 
Representatives. Neil retired from the position and from his seat in 
November 2004. He now lives in Adelaide and became Chairman 
of the Crawford Fund on the retirement of The Hon Tim Fischer in 
June 2005.
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
